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Chairman’s Statement

On behalf of the board (the “Board”) of directors (the “Directors”) of Alltronics Holdings Limited (the “Company”, and together
with its subsidiaries, the “Group”), I am pleased to present to you the annual report for the year ended 31 December 2012.

BUSINESS REVIEW

The overall performance of the Group remained stable during the year 2012, with total turnover dropped slightly by 1.6% to
HK$789 million. During the year, sales revenue from electronic products had dropped by HK$38 million due to the fall in
demand from customers in the United States. This had been partly compensated by the increase in sales revenue from biodiesel
products, as the Group has commenced selling B5 biodiesel to the Hong Kong Government since January 2012. Total sales of
biodiesel products had increased from HK$17 million in 2011 to HK$42 million in 2012. The installation work on the LED
project in the People’s Republic of China (the “PRC”) was still in progress, and there was no energy saving revenue recognised
during the year 2012.

The net profit attributable to owners of the Company for the year is HK$38 million, compared to HK$33 million for the year
2011. The overall gross profit margin for the year had reduced from 17.5% to 15.9%. The drop in gross profit margin was mainly
due to the increase in direct labour costs and other production overheads, as a result of the increase in wage level; consistent
appreciation of Renminbi and general inflation in the PRC during the year. On the other hand, there was a fair value gain on
derivative financial instruments of HK$9 million recognised during the year, compared to a loss of HK$9 million incurred in last
year.

Since 2011, the Group had diversified its operations into energy saving business. In February 2012, the Group had entered into an
energy management contract with a leading listed electronic consumable retailer in the PRC, Suning Commerce Group Co., Ltd.
(“Suning”, formerly known as Suning Appliance Co., Ltd.), for the provision of energy saving solutions, through the use of LED
lighting equipment, to over 1,000 retail stores operated by Suning in the PRC. As of 31 December 2012, the Group has completed
the installation of LED lighting equipment in about 270 retail stores, and the Group will continue the installation work in 2013.
During the year, the Group has also extended its energy saving business to Hong Kong, and has approached various potential
customers to look for business opportunities regarding LED lighting equipment. These potential customers are in diverse fields of
business operations, including property development and management, retailing, manufacturing, hotels and restaurants operations.

In terms of geographical market, the United States continued to be the major market for the Group’s products and accounted for
over 50% of the total turnover for the year. Sales to customers in Europe had increased by HK$47 million during the year and
sales to customers in Hong Kong had remained stable. The Group will continue its efforts to secure new customers in different
markets so that the turnover by geographical location can be spread more evenly.

PROSPECTS

Regarding the electronic products segment, although the global economy in 2013 will still be uncertain, the Group has confidence
to maintain the business with its existing customers. The Group will continue its effort to tighten controls over production costs
and overheads, and will improve production efficiency so as to maintain gross profit margin. In terms of geographical market,
although the sales to the United States customers had dropped during the year 2012, the Group foresees that United States will
still be the major market for its products in 2013. In addition, the Group will continue to devote efforts to explore new markets
and new customers to broaden its customer base.

The existing contract with the Hong Kong Government for the supply of B5 biodiesel will be terminated in April 2013. On 14
March 2013, the Group has submitted the tender documents for the renewal contract. Based on the information from the tender,
the contract quantity of the renewal contract is 7,981,000 litres of B5 biodiesel for a period of 24 months commencing from 1
May 2013. As of the date of this report, the result of the tender has not been announced. However, the Group has confidence to
secure the renewal contract and will continue the supply of B5 biodiesel to the Hong Kong Government.

In 2013, the Group will continue the installation of LED lighting equipment in retail stores of Suning and expects to enter into

more energy saving contracts with other customers, both in the PRC and in Hong Kong. The Group has confidence that there will
be revenue from energy saving business recognised in 2013.

DIVIDENDS

The Board recommends a final dividend of HK4.5 cents per ordinary share, together with the interim dividend of HK3.0 cents per
ordinary share paid in October 2012, the total dividend for the year will be HK7.5 cents per ordinary share. The Board believes
that after the payment of the proposed final dividend, the financial position of the Group remains to be strong and the Group still
has sufficient liquid funds to finance its operations and to prepare for future growth.

In appreciation of the continuous support from our shareholders, the Board recommends to make a bonus issue of one new share
credited as fully paid for every ten shares held by the shareholders of the Company, subject to the approval of the shareholders at
the coming annual general meeting.

APPRECIATION

On behalf of the Board, I would like to thank the management team and all of our staff for their hard work and contribution in
the past year. Lastly, I wish to take this opportunity to extend my sincere gratitude to all our shareholders, customers and business
partners for their continuing support.

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Management Discussion and Analysis

FINANCIAL REVIEW

Turnover

Total turnover for the year had dropped slightly by 1.6% to HK$788.7 million, as compared to HK$801.7 million for the year
2011. The turnover analysis by category of products for the two years ended 31 December 2012 and 2011 respectively are as
follows:

Sales of electronic products included the sales of finished electronic products; plastic moulds; plastic and other components for
electronic products. The overall sales of electronic products had decreased by 4.9% as compared to last year. This is mainly due
to the drop in sales revenue from customers in the United States, which had reduced from HK$430.8 million for the year 2011
to HK$394.8 million this year. In particular, the sales of the Group’s major product, irrigation controllers, had decreased by
15.4% to HK$263.0 million (2011: HK$310.9 million). The drop in sales of irrigation controllers had been compensated by the
increase in sales of other electronic products outside the United States. Total sales of components for electronic products, including
transformers and adapters, had remained stable at HK$114.9 million, compared to HK$113.6 million for 2011. On the other
hand, total sales of plastic moulds and plastic components had increased from HK$35.4 million in 2011 to HK$45.6 million in
2012.

The performance of the biodiesel products segment had improved continuously, with total turnover increased from HK$16.6
million in 2011 to HK$41.8 million in 2012. The increase was mainly due to the sales of B5 biodiesel to the Hong Kong
Government during the year, as the Group has been granted a government contract for the supply of 3,533,000 litres of B5
biodiesel for delivery to various government departments over a period of 16 months commencing from January 2012. Sales of
biodiesel products to other customers had remained stable.

The Group has diversified into energy saving business since January 2011. However, there was no revenue from the energy saving
business in 2011 as the business was still in the development stage. During the year 2012, the Group had sold LED lighting
products to customers in the PRC and generated revenue of HK$0.2 million. On 13 February 2012, the Group has entered into
an energy management contract (the “Suning EMC Agreement”) with Suning Commerce Group Co., Ltd. (“Suning”, formerly
known as Suning Appliance Co., Ltd.), China Potevio Company Limited (“China Potevio”) and 1t 5 B B2 58 /5 BUFR (= B 7
ERE&ETEAR (“Beijing Dragon”), which is a subsidiary of China Potevio, for the provision of energy saving solutions to at least
1,000 retail stores operated by Suning in the People’s Republic of China (the “PRC”), through the use of LED lighting equipment.
Since the signing of the Suning EMC Agreement, the Group has commenced the installation of LED lighting equipment at retail
stores of Suning. The Group initially expected that energy saving revenue pursuant to the Suning EMC Agreement would be
generated from the fourth quarter of 2012. However, due to some delays in the development of the remote access control system
to be installed at each retail store and changes in Suning’s personnel in charge of this project, the progress of the installation work
was slower than what was planned. As at 31 December 2012, the Group has completed the installation of LED lighting equipment
in about 270 retail stores of Suning, of which about 25 retail stores had also been installed with the remote access control system.
Suning is assessing and evaluating the performance and reliability of the LED lighting equipment and remote access control system
installed. When the evaluation and inspection process is completed, the Group will commence receiving energy saving revenue
from Suning in accordance with the terms of the Suning EMC Agreement.
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In terms of geographical market, the United States continued to be the major market for the Group’s products and accounted for
approximately 50.1% of the total turnover for the year 2012 (2011: 53.7%). Sales to customers in Hong Kong had remained stable
and accounted for 24.9% of total sales for the year 2012 (2011: 25.3%). Contribution to sales from customers in Europe had
increased from 11.4% to 17.5% during the year; while the contribution to sales from customers in the PRC market had decreased
from 7.4% to 4.9%. The Group will continue its efforts to secure new customers in different markets so that the turnover by
geographical location can be spread more evenly.

Gross profit

The overall gross profit margin had reduced from 17.5% for the year 2011 to 15.9% for 2012. The drop in gross profit margin
was mainly due to the increase in direct labour wages and other production overheads, as a result of the increase in wage level;
appreciation of Renminbi and general inflation in the PRC during the year.

Operating expenses and other gains/losses

During the year ended 31 December 2012, total administrative expenses had decreased slightly from HK$76.9 million in 2011 to
HK$76.3 million. During the year, staff costs (excluding share-based payment expenses) had increased by HK$5.4 million due to
annual adjustments on salaries and wages. There were no share-based payment expenses for 2012. Share-based payment expenses
of HK$8.3 million had been recognised in 2011 for share options granted. The total finance costs for the year had increased by
HK$1.8 million due to increase in borrowings and increase in interest rates. There was a fair value gain on derivative financial
instruments as at 31 December 2012, amounting to HK$8.9 million, compared to a fair value loss of HK$9.5 million in 2011.

Net profit attributable to owners of the Company

Although the turnover and gross profit for the year have decreased by HK$13.0 million and HK$15.0 million respectively, the
net profit attributable to owners of the Company has increased by HK$4.8 million. This is mainly due to the fair value gain on
derivative financial instruments of HK$8.9 million recognised during the year.

PRODUCTION FACILITIES

The Group currently has three production plants in the PRC for the manufacturing of electronic products and components, two
of which are located in Shenzhen, and one in Yangxi. During the year 2012, the Group spent approximately HK$2.5 million to
acquire plant and machinery, approximately HK$3.3 million to acquire motor vehicles and spent approximately HK$2.6 million
on leasehold improvements to enhance its production capacity.

The Group’s biodiesel production facilities are located in Tuen Mun, Hong Kong with a current production capacity of
approximately 18,000 tons of biodiesel on an annual basis.

The Group believes that the current production facilities for the electronic products segment and the biodiesel products segment
are sufficient for their production requirements in the near future.

The Group has set up an office with LED testing facilities in Shenzhen to carry out its energy saving business.

LIQUIDITY AND FINANCIAL RESOURCES AND CAPITAL STRUCTURE
At 31 December 2012, the Group’s total cash and cash equivalents, net of current bank overdrafts, amounted to HK$60.1 million.
The net funds are sufficient to finance the Group’s working capital and capital expenditure plans.

At 31 December 2012, total borrowings of the Group amounted to HK$133.5 million, comprising bank overdrafts of HK$17.9
million, bank loans of HK$79.5 million, bills payable and trust receipt loans of HK$32.2 million, obligations under finance leases
of HK$2.5 million and a loan from a customer of HK$1.4 million, all of which are denominated in Hong Kong dollars. The
average effective interest rates for each of these borrowings at 31 December 2012 ranged from 3.3% to 6.5% per annum.

The Group’s trade receivable turnover, inventory turnover and trade payable turnover were approximately 53 days, 80 days and 56

days respectively for the year 2012. These turnover periods are consistent with the respective policies of the Group on credit terms
granted to customers and obtained from suppliers.
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Management Discussion and Analysis

As at 31 December 2012, the Group’s total current assets had increased by 7.9% to HK$372.0 million compared to HK$344.9
million as at 31 December 2011 and the Group’s total current liabilities had increased by 18.4% to HK$242.4 million compared
to HK$204.7 million as at 31 December 2011. The current ratio (current assets/current liabilities) as at 31 December 2012 was
1.53 times, which is at approximately the same level of 1.68 times as at 31 December 2011.

During the year, the Company had not repurchased any of its own shares on The Stock Exchange of Hong Kong Limited (the
“Stock Exchange”). There were no share options granted, exercised, lapsed or cancelled during the year ended 31 December 2012.
As at 31 December 2012, 15,800,000 share options remained outstanding. There are no vesting periods for these share options.
These share options are exercisable within a period of two years from 13 January 2011 to 12 January 2013, at an exercise price of
HKS$2.31 per share. These share options had not been exercised and were lapsed on 12 January 2013.

At 31 December 2012, the Company had in issue a total of 314,420,000 ordinary shares of HK$0.01 each.

CASH FLOWS
The net balance of cash, cash equivalents and bank overdrafts at 31 December 2012 was HK$60.1 million, which had increased by
HKS$6.7 million compared to the balance at 31 December 2011.

The net cash generated from operating activities for the year was HK$28.8 million. The net cash used in investing activities
amounted to HK$34.5 million, which was mainly due to HK$25.0 million paid for prepayments for non-current assets; HK$10.1
million paid for the acquisition of property, plant and equipment; HK$0.7 million spent for purchase of financial assets at fair
value through profit or loss and HK$1.4 million received from sale of financial assets at fair value through profit or loss.

On the other hand, there was a net cash inflow of HK$12.3 million from financing activities in 2012. During the year, new
borrowings of HK$109.0 million were obtained and HK$70.5 million was used to repay bank borrowings and finance leases and
HK$25.2 million was paid to shareholders as dividend.

PLEDGE OF ASSETS

At 31 December 2012, the Group had total bank borrowings (excluding obligations under finance leases) of HK$129.5 million,
out of which HK$30.5 million were secured by short-term bank deposits of HK$5.5 million, available-for-sale financial assets of
HK$2.9 million and trade receivables of HK$1.3 million. In addition, a bank deposit of HK$0.5 million was pledged to a bank as
security for bank guarantee given to a third party.

GEARING RATIO

Gearing ratio is calculated as net debt divided by total capital. Net debt is calculated as total borrowings (including current and
non-current borrowings as shown in the consolidated statement of financial position) less trade related debts and cash and cash
equivalents. Total capital is calculated as ‘equity’, as shown in the consolidated statement of financial position.

As at 31 December 2012, the gearing ratio was 10.2%. At 31 December 2011, the Group did not have a net debt position.

CONTINGENT LIABILITIES
At both 31 December 2012 and 31 December 2011, the Group did not have any material contingent liabilities.

EMPLOYEES

At 31 December 2012, the Group had 2,610 employees, of which 85 were employed in Hong Kong and 2,525 were employed
in the PRC. Salaries of employees are maintained at competitive levels. The Group operates a defined contribution mandatory
provident fund retirement benefits scheme for all its employees in Hong Kong, and provides its PRC employees with welfare
schemes as required by the applicable laws and regulations in the PRC. The Group also offers discretionary bonuses to its
employees by reference to the performance of individual employees and the overall performance of the Group. Total staff costs,
excluding directors’ emoluments, incurred by the Group for 2012 amounted to HK$135.5 million.

The Company has also adopted a share option scheme on 22 June 2005. During the year, no share options had been granted,

exercised, lapsed or cancelled. As at 31 December 2012, 15,800,000 share options had been granted and remained outstanding
under the share option scheme.

The Group did not experience any significant labour disputes or substantial changes in the number of its employees that led to
any disruption of its normal business operations. The Board believes that the Group’s management and employees are the most
valuable asset of the Group and they have contributed to the success of the Group.

FOREIGN EXCHANGE EXPOSURE

Most of the Group’s sales are denominated in United States dollars and most of the purchases of raw materials are denominated
in Renminbi and Hong Kong dollars. Furthermore, most of the Group’s monetary assets are denominated in Hong Kong dollars,
United States dollars and Renminbi.

The Group’s principal production facilities are located in the PRC whilst its sales proceeds are primarily settled in United States
dollars, Hong Kong dollars or Renminbi. As such, management is aware of the potential foreign currency risk that may arise from
the fluctuation of exchange rates between United States dollars, Hong Kong dollars and Renminbi. Although the foreign currency
risk is not considered to be significant, management has taken action to minimise the risk. In particular, the Group entered into
forward exchange contracts with major and reputable financial institutions to hedge its foreign exchange risk exposure. As at 31
December 2012, the notional amounts of outstanding forward foreign exchange contracts to buy Renminbi is approximately
US$12.5 million (equivalent to approximately HK$97.5 million). These are for hedging against foreign exchange risk exposure
relating to the production costs and certain outstanding payables denominated in Renminbi. Management will continue to
evaluate the Group’s foreign currency exposure and take further actions as appropriate to minimise the Group’s exposure whenever
necessary.

OUTLOOK

The Group foresees that the global economic environment in 2013 will continue to be challenging. Factors such as fluctuation in
crude oil and commodity prices; the risk of continuing appreciation of Renminbi against United States dollars and Hong Kong
dollars; the upward adjustment on the minimum wage levels in China; the financial issues in the European Union and the United
States; and the risk of global inflation will continue to be the critical elements affecting the performance of the Group’s electronic
products segment. In order to remain competitive in the market, the Group will continue its efforts to tighten controls over
production costs and overheads, and to improve production efficiency so as to maximize the gross profit margin. Despite these
factors, the Group has confidence that the performance of the electronic business segment will remain stable in 2013.

In terms of geographical market, the sales to United States customers accounted for over 50% of the total sales for 2012. The
Group foresees that United States will still be the major market for its products in 2013. The Group will continue to devote efforts
to explore new markets and new customers to broaden its customer base.

Regarding the biodiesel products segment, the existing government contract for the supply of B5 biodiesel will terminate by the
end of April 2013. On 1 February 2013, the government tender for the renewal contract for supply of B5 biodiesel has been issued.
The contract quantity for the renewal contract is 7,981,000 litres of B5 biodiesel for a period of 24 months, commencing from 1
May 2013. The Group has submitted its tender documents on 14 March 2013 and has strong confidence that it will secure the
renewal contract and will continue the supply of B5 biodiesel to the Hong Kong Government. The general public in Hong Kong is
becoming more and more conscious about environment protection and good air quality. The Group foresees that the demand for
green fuel in Hong Kong will increase at a fast pace in the future.

In 2013, the Group will continue the installation work at the retail stores of Suning. The Group will also continue its negotiation
with HNA Hotel Group Limited for the provision of energy saving solutions to hotels managed by HNA Hotel Group Limited.
The negotiations with some of these hotels are close to completion and the Group will enter into energy management contracts
with HNA Hotel Group Limited in 2013. The Group has confidence that it will recognise revenue from energy saving business in
2013.

Energy saving products such as LED lighting equipment can provide an additional stable source of income to the Group. Looking
forward, the Group will continue to explore opportunities for energy saving projects with other potential customers, both in the
PRC and in Hong Kong, and will grasp every opportunity and continue to look for investment opportunity so as to diversify its
business and to provide a better return to all shareholders.

DIVIDENDS

The Board proposes the payment of a final dividend of HK4.5 cents per share. Together with the interim dividend of HK3.0 cents
per share paid in October 2012, the total dividends paid or payable for the year 2012 will be HK7.5 cents per share. All dividends
are paid in cash from funds generated from the Group’s operations. The Group will have sufficient funds for its future expansion
after the payment of dividends.

The proposed final dividend of HK4.5 cents per share will be payable to shareholders whose names appear on the register of
members of the Company on 7 June 2013. Subject to the passing of the relevant resolution at the forthcoming annual general
meeting, the final dividend will be payable on or around 28 June 2013.

ISSUE OF BONUS SHARES

The Board proposes to make a bonus issue of one new share credited as fully paid for every ten shares held by the sharcholders
of the Company whose names appear on the register of members of the Company on 7 June 2013. The proposed bonus issue is
subject to approval by the sharcholders at the forthcoming annual general meeting, and if passed and upon the Listing Committee
of the Stock Exchange granting the listing of and permission to deal in such new shares, share certificates of the bonus shares will

be dispatched on 24 June 2013. For further details, please refer to the separate announcement of the Company relating to the
bonus issue dated 27 March 2013.

The register of members of the Company will be closed from 5 June 2013 to 7 June 2013 (both dates inclusive), during which
period no share transfers will be effected. In order to qualify for the proposed final dividend and bonus shares (subject to
shareholders’ approval at the forthcoming annual general meeting), all share transfers must be lodged with the Company’s branch
share registrar in Hong Kong, Tricor Tengis Limited, at 26/F, Tesbury Centre, 28 Queen’s Road East, Hong Kong for registration
no later than 4:30 p.m. on 4 June 2013.

DIRECTORS

Executive Directors

Mr. Lam Yin Kee (&%), aged 66, is an executive Director and the Chairman of the Company. Being the founder of the
Group, Mr. Lam has over 40 years of marketing experience in the electronic industry and he is responsible for the Groups’ overall
strategic planning and business development. He is also responsible for overseeing the overall operation in the sales and marketing
and administration management of the Group. Prior to establishing the Group in 1997, Mr. Lam was the vice-chairman of a listed
group in Hong Kong engaging in the manufacture and sales of electronic products for over 20 years. Mr. Lam is the husband of
Ms. Yeung Po Wah and the father of Mr. Lam Chee Tai, Eric.

Ms. Yeung Po Wah (BB %), aged 63, is an executive Director of the Company. Ms. Yeung is a co-founder of the Group and is
responsible for the overall administrative functions and strategic planning of the Group. From 1967 to 1984, Ms. Yeung worked at
the Bank of Tokyo with the last position being assistant manager of the remittance department. Ms. Yeung is the wife of Mr. Lam
Yin Kee and the mother of Mr. Lam Chee Tai, Fric.

Mr. Lam Chee Tai, Eric (FfF%&), aged 33, was appointed as an executive Director of the Company on 30 March 2012. Mr.
Lam holds a Bachelor Degree in Commerce (Marketing) and a Master Degree in Business Systems from Monash University,
Australia. Mr. Lam joined the Group as an assistant Marketing Manager in June 2004 and is currently the General Manager
of a major subsidiary of the Group. Mr. Lam has extensive experience in production and customer management and is mainly
responsible for the overall supervision of the Group’s manufacturing operations in China and for business development in China
market. Mr. Lam is the son of Mr. Lam Yin Kee and Ms. Yeung Po Wah.

Mr. So Kin Hung (Bff#38), aged 56, was appointed as an executive Director of the Company on 1 August 2008. Mr. So
graduated from the University of East London (previously known as “North East London Polytechnic”) in the United Kingdom in
1982, with a degree of Bachelor of Science (Electrical and Electronic Engineering). Mr. So joined the Group since 1997 and is also
the general manager of two of the Group’s subsidiaries, namely Alltronics Tech. Mftg. Limited and Shenzhen Allcomm Electronic
Co. Ltd. He has over 25 years of experience in the electronic industry and is responsible for the marketing and engineering
operations of the Group. Prior to joining the Group in 1997, Mr. So worked for a Hong Kong listed company as the assistant
general manager.

Non-Executive Director

Mr. Fan, William Chung Yue (SE{F¥1), aged 72, is a non-executive Director appointed by the Group in June 2005. Mr. Fan is
a solicitor in Hong Kong and a consultant to Fan & Fan, Solicitors. He is also a director of Chinney Investments, Limited since
1987, which is listed on the main board of the Stock Exchange.

Independent Non-Executive Directors

Ms. Yeung Chi Ying (#51E#8), aged 48, is an independent non-executive Director appointed by the Group in June 2005. Ms.
Yeung is a fellow member of the Association of the Chartered Certified Accountants and the Hong Kong Institute of Certified
Public Accountants. She is a practicing certified public accountant in Hong Kong and has over 20 years of experience in auditing
and accounting.

Mr. Leung Kam Wah (2 35%), aged 66, is an independent non-executive Director appointed by the Group in June 2005. Mr.
Leung has over 30 years of experience in the legal sector. He had worked as a judicial clerk in the Judiciary Department and a legal
executive in Legal Aid Department of Hong Kong. Mr. Leung is now practicing as a law costs draftsman and operating a legal
costing firm in Hong Kong.
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Mr. Yau Ming Kim, Robert ( £ #2%8)), aged 74, is an independent non-executive Director appointed by the Group in September
2009. Mr. Yau graduated from Wah Yan College and has extensive experience in the textile and clothing industry and worldwide
trade affairs. He served as a trade officer in the Hong Kong Government from 1964 to 1971. In 1970, he was seconded to
the General Agreement on Tariffs and Trade (“GATT”) Secretariat (now known as “World Trade Organisation”) in Geneva,
Switzerland and was awarded GATT Fellowship. Mr. Yau had held senior positions including chief executive and managing
director of various major international and local apparel companies since 1971. In addition, from 1998 to 2004, he was appointed
as the vice chairman of Hong Kong Exporters” Association, member of the Executive Committee of The Hong Kong Shippers’
Council and member of the Garment Advisory Committee of the Hong Kong Trade Development Council.

Mr. Yau is currently an independent non-executive director of Parkson Retail Group Limited and Tungtex (Holdings) Company
Limited since 1 January 2007 and 18 September 2006 respectively. The shares of these two companies are listed on the listed on
the main board of the Stock Exchange.

PUBLIC SANCTION

On 15 April 2010, the Stock Exchange publicly censured the Company for its breach of Rule 13.09 of the Listing Rules for failing
to publish an announcement to disclose the deterioration of the Group’s business performance in the first six months ended 30
June 2008. Mr. Lam Yin Kee and Ms. Yeung Po Wah were also publicly censured for their breach of director’s undertakings in
failing to use their best endeavours to procure the Company’s compliance with Rule 13.09 of the Listing Rules. Mr. So Kin Hung,
Mr. Fan, William Chung Yue, Ms. Yeung Chi Ying, Mr. Leung Kam Wah and Mr. Barry John Buttifant (a former independent
non-executive Director of the Company) were publicly criticised for their respective breaches of director’s undertakings in failing to
use their best endeavours to procure the Company’s compliance with Rule 13.09 of the Listing Rules.

SENIOR MANAGEMENT

Mr. Ieong Kin San, Sunny (#33#£%2), aged 62, is a co-founder of Southchina and currently is the marketing director and general
manager of Southchina. He is responsible for overseeing the sales and marketing activities of Southchina and has over 30 years of
management experience in manufacturing field.

Mr. Lam On Bong (FRZHP), aged 61, is a co-founder of Southchina and currently is the operation director of Southchina. He
is responsible for the overall management of Southchina’s production facilities in the PRC and has over 30 years of management
experience in manufacturing field.

Mr. Leung Hon Kwong, Jackson (&), aged 60, is a co-founder of Southchina and is currently the financial and purchasing
director of Southchina. He is responsible for overseeing the purchasing and financial functions of Southchina and has over 30 years
of management experience in manufacturing field.

Mr. Leung Fuk Cheung (&%), aged 49, is the company secretary and qualified accountant of the Group. Mr. Leung is
responsible for the Group’s overall financial administration. He has extensive experience in finance, accounting, auditing and
company secretarial practice and is currently a fellow member of the Hong Kong Institute of Certified Public Accountants and the
Association of the Chartered Certified Accountants. Mr. Leung has worked for international accounting firms for over 12 years.
Prior to joining the Group in August 2002, Mr. Leung worked as the financial controller for a jewelry manufacturing company.
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CORPORATE GOVERNANCE PRACTICES

The Board is committed to maintaining high standards of corporate governance to safeguard the interests of the shareholders
of the Company and recognises the importance of good corporate governance to the Company’s healthy development. The
Company’s corporate governance practices are based on the principles and code provisions (“Code Provisions”) set out in the Code
on Corporate Governance Practices (the “Former CG Code”) which was subsequently revised as the Corporate Governance Code
(the “Revised CG Code”) contained in Appendix 14 of the Rules (the “Listing Rules”) Governing the Listing of Securities on The
Stock Exchange of Hong Kong Limited (the “Stock Exchange”) and became effective on 1 April 2012.

During the year of ended 31 December 2012, the Company has complied with the Code Provisions of the Former CG Code for
the period from 1 January 2012 to 31 March 2012 and of the Revised CG Code for the period from 1 April 2012 to 31 December
2012, except for the limited deviation on the grounds and causes as explained below. The Board will review and update the
current practices regularly to ensure compliance with the latest practices in corporate governance so as to protect and maximize the
interests of shareholders.

Code Provision A.2.1

Under Code Provision A.2.1, the role of Chairman and Chief Executive should be separated and ought not be performed by the
same individual. The Company does not have a separate Chairman and Chief Executive and Mr. Lam Yin Kee currently holds
both positions. The Board believes that vesting the roles of both Chairman and Chief Executive in the same person provides the
Group with strong and consistent leadership and allows for more effective planning and execution of long term business strategies.
However, the Board will review the roles of Mr. Lam Yin Kee acting as the Chairman and Chief Executive regularly, and may
segregate the roles to two Directors, if the Board believes that it is for the best interest of the Company and the shareholders.

DIRECTORS’ SECURITIES TRANSACTIONS

The Company has adopted the code of conduct regarding Directors™ securities transactions as set out in the Model Code for
Securities Transactions by Directors of Listed Issuers (the “Model Code”) as set out in Appendix 10 of the Listing Rules. Having
made specific enquiry of all Directors of the Company, all Directors of the Company confirmed that they had complied with the
required standards as set out in the Model Code throughout the year ended 31 December 2012.

In addition, the Board also established written guidelines on no less exacting terms than the Model Code for relevant senior
management of the Company in respect of their dealings in the securities of the Company.

THE BOARD OF DIRECTORS AND BOARD MEETINGS

The Board’s primary responsibilities are to formulate the Group’s long-term corporate strategy, to oversee the management of the
Group and to evaluate the performance of the Group. The Board is also responsible for the approval of annual and interim results,
risk management, major acquisitions, and other significant operational and financial matters. Matters not specifically reserved to
the Board and necessarily relate to the daily operations of the Group are delegated to the management under the supervision of the
respective Directors and the leadership of the Chairman.

During the year ended 31 December 2012, Mr. Lam Chee Tai, Eric was appointed as an executive Director effective from 30
March 2012. There was no other change in the composition of the Board. The Board currently comprises four executive Directors,
one non-executive Director and three independent non-executive Directors as follows:

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Mr. Lam Yin Kee is the Chairman and Chief Executive of the Group. Ms. Yeung Po Wah is an executive Director of the Group
and the wife of Mr. Lam Yin Kee. Mr. Lam Chee Tai, Eric is an executive Director of the Group and the son of Mr. Lam Yin Kee
and Ms. Yeung Po Wah. Apart from this, there is no other direct family relationship amongst the members of the Board.

The background and qualification of the Chairman of the Company and the other Directors are set out on pages 10 to 11. All
Directors have sufficient experience to hold their positions so as to carry out their duties effectively and efficiently, and all of
them have given sufficient time and attention to the affairs of the Group. The non-executive Director and the three independent
non-executive Directors are person of high caliber with academic and professional qualifications in the fields of accounting, law,
worldwide trade affairs and business management. They bring a broad range of financial, regulatory and commercial experience
and skills to the Board, which contribute to the effective strategic management of the Group. Mr. Fan, William Chung Yue,
Ms. Yeung Chi Ying and Mr. Leung Kam Wah are appointed for a term of one year commencing from 17 June 2005, and such
appointments shall continue thereafter from year to year until terminated by either party with one month’s written notice served
to the other party. Mr. Yau Ming Kim, Robert is appointed as an independent non-executive Director of the Company from 1
September 2009 and was re-elected at the annual general meeting of the Company held on 28 May 2010. The appointment of
Mr. Yau Ming Kim, Robert, shall continue thereafter from year to year until terminated by either party with one month’s notice in
writing.

The Company has been maintaining the number of independent non-executive Directors at not less than one-third of the number
of the Board members. The Board considers that the independent non-executive Directors can make independent judgment
effectively and fulfill the independence guidelines set out in Rule 3.13 of the Listing Rules. Each of the independent non-executive
Directors has given a written confirmation to the Company confirming that he/she has met the criteria set out in Rule 3.13 of the
Listing Rules regarding the guidelines for the assessment of independence of Directors in respect of the year ended 31 December
2012.

The Board schedules to hold at least four full board meetings a year at approximately quarterly intervals. During the year ended 31

Mr. Lam Chee Tai, Eric was appointed on 30 March 2012 and he was eligible to attend 3 board meetings and the 2012 AGM.
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Every Board member has a duty to act in good faith, with due diligence and care, and in the best interests of the Company and
its shareholders. Apart from the above regular meetings of the year, the Board will meet on other occasions when a board-level
decision on a particular matter is required. The Chairman of the Board also held a meeting with the Non-executive Directors
(including Independent Non-executive Directors) of the Company during the year. Directors shall have full access to information
on the Group and are able to obtain independent professional advice whenever deemed necessary by the Directors. No request was
made by any Director for such independent professional advice in 2012. The Company Secretary shall prepare minutes and keep
record of matters discussed and decisions resolved at all Board meetings, which will be available for inspection by Directors upon
request.

The Company has arranged for appropriate liability insurance to indemnify its directors and officers for their liabilities arising out
of corporate affairs. The insurance coverage is reviewed annually.

CORPORATE GOVERNANCE FUNCTIONS

No corporate governance committee has been established and the Board is responsible for performing the functions set out in
the Code Provision D.3.1 of the Revised CG Code. The Board is responsible for performing the corporate governance functions
such as developing and reviewing the Company’s policies, practices on corporate governance, training and continuous professional
development of directors and senior management, the Company’s policies and practices on compliance with legal and regulatory
requirements, the compliance of the Model Code, and the Company’s compliance with the Revised CG Code and disclosure in the
corporate governance report. The Board is also satisfied that the directors have contributed sufficient time in performance of their
responsibilities as directors of the Company.

The Board held meetings from time to time whenever necessary. At least 14 days notice of regular Board meetings is given to
all directors and they can include matters for discussion in the agenda as they think fit. The agenda together with Board papers
are sent to all directors at least 3 days before the date of every Board meeting in order to allow sufficient time for the directors to
review the documents. Minutes of every Board meeting are circulated to all directors for their perusal and comments. Minutes
are open for inspection at any reasonable time on reasonable notice by any director. The Board also ensures that it is supplied in
a timely manner with the agenda and all necessary information in a form and of a quality appropriate to enable it to discharge its
duties. Every Board member has full access to the advice and services of the company secretary with a view to ensuring that Board
procedures, and all applicable rules and regulations are followed and they are also entitled to have full access to Board papers and
related materials so that they are able to make an informed decision and to discharge their duties and responsibilities.

DIRECTORS’ INDUCTION AND CONTINUOUS PROFESSIONAL DEVELOPMENT

Upon appointment to the Board, each newly appointed Director receives a comprehensive package covering the Group’s business
and the general, statutory and regulatory obligations of being a director of a listed company to ensure that he/she is sufficiently
aware of his/her responsibilities under the Listing Rules and other relevant regulatory requirements. The Directors are regularly
briefed on the amendments to or updates on the relevant laws, rules and regulations. In addition, the Company has been
encouraging the Directors and senior executives to enrol in a wide range of professional development courses or and seminars
relating to the Listing Rules, companies ordinance or act and corporate governance practices organised by professional bodies so
that they can continuously update their relevant knowledge and skills. The company secretary also organises and arranges seminars
on the latest development of applicable laws, rules and regulations for the Directors to assist them in discharging their duties.

In accordance with the Company’s Articles of Association, at each annual general meeting one-third of the Directors for the time
being (or, if the number is not a multiple of three, the number nearest to but not less than one-third) shall retire from office by
rotation.

Ms. Yeung Po Wah, Mr. Lam Chee Tai, Eric, Ms. Yeung Chi Ying and Mr. Leung Kam Wah had been re-appointed at the last
Annual General Meeting held on 29 May 2012. Pursuant to Articles 86(3) and 87 of the Company’s Articles of Association,
Mr. Lam Yin Kee, Mr. Fan, William Chung Yue and Mr. Yau Ming Kim, Robert shall retire at the forthcoming annual general
meeting and being eligible, offer themselves for re-election.

All directors (including executive, non-executive and independent non-executive directors) are subject to election for appointment
by shareholders at the annual general meeting once every three years. None of the Directors who are proposed for re-election at the
forthcoming annual general meeting has a service contract with the Company which is not determinable by the Company within
three years without payment of compensation (other than statutory compensation).

The notice period for the termination of the service contracts with executive Directors by either party is not less than three months.
The notice period for the termination of appointment of non-executive Directors and independent non-executive Directors by
either party is not less than one month.

NOMINATION COMMITTEE

During the year, the Company had set up a nomination committee (the “Nomination Committee”) with written terms of
reference effective from 1 April 2012. The Nomination Committee has a minimum of five members, comprising a majority of
independent non-executive Directors.

The primary roles and functions of the Nomination Committee include reviewing the structure, size and composition of the Board
at least once every year, making recommendations on any proposed changes to the Board to complement the Group’s corporate
strategy, identifying individuals suitably qualified to become members of the Board and selecting individuals nominated for
directorship (if necessary), assessing the independence of the independent non-executive directors and making recommendations to
the Board on the appointment or re-appointment of directors and succession planning for directors, in particular the chairman and
the chief executive officer.

Apart from the statutory audit
of the annual consolidated financial statements, PwC Hong Kong was also engaged to advise the Group on tax compliance and
related matters.

The fees paid and payable by the Group to PwC Hong Kong in respect of audit and non-audit services (mainly consist of
professional advisory on taxation and review of interim financial information) for the year ended 31 December 2012 are
HK$1,559,000 and HK$383,000 respectively.

In preparing the financial statements
for the year ended 31 December 2012, the Directors have selected suitable accounting policies and have applied them consistently,
adopted appropriate Hong Kong Financial Reporting Standards (‘HKFRS”) and Hong Kong Accounting Standards (“HKAS”)
which are pertinent to its operations and relevant to the financial statements, made judgements and estimates that are prudent and
reasonable, and have prepared the accounts on the going concern basis.

The Directors’ responsibilities for the financial statements and the responsibilities of the independent auditor to the shareholders
are set out on in the Independent Auditor’s Report on pages 30.

The Directors confirm that, to the best of their knowledge, information and belief, having made all reasonable enquiries, they are
not aware of any material uncertainties relating to events or conditions that may cast significant doubt upon the Group’s ability to
continue as a going concern.

INTERNAL CONTROLS

Internal control systems have been designed to allow Directors to monitor the Group’s overall financial position, safeguard its
assets, provide reasonable assurance against fraud and errors, and to manage the risks in failing to achieve the Group’s objectives.
Executive Directors monitor the business activities closely. The Group from time to time updates and improves the internal
controls.

The Group conducts a review of its system of internal control periodically to ensure there is an effective and adequate internal
control system. The Company convenes management meeting periodically to discuss financial, operational and risk management
control. The Audit Committee also reviews the internal control system and evaluates its adequacy, effectiveness and compliance on
a regular basis.

The Board of Directors (the “Board”) is pleased to present its annual report together with the audited financial statements of the
Company and its subsidiaries (collectively the “Group”) for the year ended 31 December 2012.

PRINCIPAL ACTIVITIES AND GEOGRAPHICAL ANALYSIS OF OPERATIONS

The Company acts as an investment holding company and provides corporate management services to its group companies. The
activities of the subsidiaries as set out in note 19 to the financial statements are primarily manufacturing and trading of electronic
products and components for electronic products, the manufacturing and trading of biodiesel products, and the provision of
energy saving business solutions.

An analysis of the Group’s performance for the year by business and geographical segments is set out in note 5 to the financial
statements.

RESULTS AND APPROPRIATIONS

The results of the Group for the year are set out in the consolidated income statement on page 31.

During the year, the Company has declared and paid an interim dividend of HK3.0 cents per ordinary share, totalling
HK$9,433,000. The Directors recommend the payment of a final dividend for the year of HK4.5 cents per ordinary share,
amounting to HK$14,149,000, subject to the approval by shareholders at the Annual General Meeting of the Company to be
held on 29 May 2013. It is expected that the final dividend will be paid on or before 28 June 2013 to shareholders whose names
appeared on the register of members on 7 June 2013.

The Directors also recommend to make a bonus issue of one new share credited as fully paid for every ten shares held by the
sharcholders of the Company.

Distributable reserves of the Company at 31 December 2012, calculated
according to the Companies Law, Chapter 22 (Law 3 of 1961, as consolidated and revised) of the Cayman Islands, amounted to
HK$62,296,000 (2011: HK$62,398,000).

PRE-EMPTIVE RIGHTS
There is no provision for pre-emptive rights under the Company’s Articles of Association and there was no restriction against
such rights under the laws of Cayman Islands, which would oblige the Company to offer new shares on a pro-rata basis to existing

GENERAL INFORMATION
Alltronics Holdings Limited (the “Company”) was incorporated in the Cayman Islands on 24 July 2003 as an exempted company

with limited liability under the Companies Law, Chapter 22 (Law 3 of 1961, as consolidated and revised) of the Cayman Islands.

The Company is an investment holding company. The principal activities of the Company and its subsidiaries (together the

Subsidiaries

Subsidiaries are all entities over which the Group has the power to govern the financial and operating policies generally
accompanying a shareholding of more than one half of the voting rights. The existence and effect of potential voting
rights that are currently exercisable or convertible are considered when assessing whether the Group controls another
entity. Subsidiaries are fully consolidated from the date on which control is transferred to the Group. They are de-

consolidated from the date that control ceases.

The Group uses the acquisition method of accounting to account for business combinations. The consideration
transferred for the acquisition of a subsidiary is the fair values of the assets transferred, the liabilities incurred and
the equity interests issued by the Group. The consideration transferred includes the fair value of any asset or liability
resulting from a contingent consideration arrangement. Acquisition-related costs are expensed as incurred. Identifiable
assets acquired and liabilities and contingent liabilities assumed in a business combination are measured initially
at their fair values at the acquisition date. On an acquisition-by-acquisition basis, the Group recognises any non-
controlling interest in the acquiree either at fair value or at the non-controlling interest’s proportionate share of the

acquiree’s net assets.

Investments in subsidiaries are accounted for at cost less impairment. Cost is adjusted to reflect changes in
consideration arising from contingent consideration amendments. Cost also includes directly attributable costs of
investment. The results of subsidiaries are accounted for by the Company on the basis of dividend received and

receivable.

The excess of the consideration transferred, the amount of any non-controlling interest in the acquiree and the
acquisition-date fair value of any previous equity interest in the acquiree over the fair value of the identifiable net assets
acquired is recorded as goodwill (Note 2.6). If this is less than the fair value of the net assets of the subsidiary acquired
in the case of a bargain purchase, the difference is recognised directly in the consolidated statement of comprehensive

income.
Inter-company transactions, balances and unrealised gains on transactions between group companies are eliminated.

Unrealised losses are also eliminated. Accounting policies of subsidiaries have been changed where necessary to ensure

consistency with the policies adopted by the Group.

Subsequent costs are included in the asset’s carrying amount or recognised as a separate asset, as appropriate, only when it
is probable that future economic benefits associated with the item will flow to the Group and the cost of the item can be
measured reliably. The carrying amount of the replaced part is derecognised. All other repairs and maintenance are charged to

the consolidated income statement during the financial period in which they are incurred.

Depreciation of property, plant and equipment is calculated using the straight-line method to allocate their costs to their

residual values over their estimated useful lives, as follows:

Buildings 2% — 20% or over the lease terms, whichever is shorter
Furniture and fixtures 9% — 20%

Office equipment 8% —20%

Plant and machinery 9% — 20%

Leasehold improvements 16.67% — 20% or over the lease terms, whichever is shorter
Motor vehicles 9% — 20%

include the carrying amount of goodwill relating to the entity sold.

Goodwill is allocated to cash-generating units for the purpose of impairment testing. The allocation is made to those
cash-generating units or groups of cash-generating units that are expected to benefit from the business combination in

which the goodwill arose, identified according to operating segment.

(b)  Contractual customer relationships
Contractual customer relationships acquired in a business combination are recognised at fair value at the acquisition
date. The contractual customer relationships have a finite useful life and are carried at cost less accumulated

amortisation and impairment.

Impairment of non-financial assets

Assets that have an indefinite useful life, for example goodwill, are not subject to amortisation and are tested annually for
impairment. Assets are reviewed for impairment whenever events or changes in circumstances indicate that the carrying
amount may not be recoverable. An impairment loss is recognised for the amount by which the asset’s carrying amount
exceeds its recoverable amount. The recoverable amount is the higher of an asset’s fair value less costs to sell and value in use.
For the purposes of assessing impairment, assets are grouped at the lowest levels for which there are separately identifiable
cash flows (cash-generating units). Non-financial assets other than goodwill that suffered an impairment are reviewed for

possible reversal of the impairment at each reporting date.

Impairment testing of the investments in subsidiaries is required upon receiving dividends from these investments if the
dividend exceeds the total comprehensive income of the subsidiary in the period the dividend is declared or if the carrying
amount of the investment in the separate financial statements exceeds the carrying amount in the consolidated financial

statements of the investee’s net assets including goodwill.

Financial assets at fair value through profit or loss are financial assets held for trading. A financial asset is classified in
this category if acquired principally for the purpose of selling in the short term. Derivatives are also recognised as held
for trading unless they are designated as hedges. Assets in this category are classified as current assets if expected to be

settled within 12 months; otherwise, they are classified as non-current.

Loans and receivables

Loans and receivables are non-derivative financial assets with fixed or determinable payments that are not quoted in
an active market. They are included in current assets, except for maturities greater than 12 months after the end of
the reporting period. These are classified as non-current assets. The Group’s loans and receivables comprise “trade
and other receivables”, “amount due from the ultimate holding company”, “amount due from a related company”,
“amounts due from non-controlling shareholders of a subsidiary”, “pledged bank deposits” and “cash and cash

equivalents” in the statement of financial position (Notes 2.10 and 2.11).

Available-for-sale financial assets
Available-for-sale financial assets are non-derivatives that are either designated in this category or not classified in any
of the other categories. They are included in non-current assets unless the investment matures or management intends

to dispose of it within 12 months of the end of the reporting period.

Recognition and measurement

Regular purchases and sales of financial assets are recognised on trade-date — the date on which the Group commits to
purchase or sell the asset. Investments are initially recognised at fair value plus transaction costs for all financial assets
not carried at fair value through profit or loss. Financial assets carried at fair value through profit or loss are initially
recognised at fair value, and transaction costs are expensed in the consolidated income statement. Financial assets are
derecognised when the rights to receive cash flows from the investments have expired or have been transferred and the
Group has transferred substantially all risks and rewards of ownership. Available for-sale financial assets and financial
assets at fair value through profit or loss are subsequently carried at fair value. Loans and receivables are carried at

amortised cost using the effective interest method.

When securities classified as available-for-sale are sold or impaired, the accumulated fair value adjustments recognised

in equity are included in the consolidated income statement as ‘other gains/(losses) — net’.

Interest on available-for-sale financial assets calculated using the effective interest method is recognised in the
consolidated income statement as part of other income. Dividends on available-for-sale equity instruments are

recognised in the consolidated income statement as part of other income when the Group’s right to receive payments is

established.

(i)  Assets carried at amortised cost
The Group assesses at the end of each reporting period whether there is objective evidence that a financial
asset or group of financial assets is impaired. A financial asset or a group of financial assets is impaired and
impairment losses are incurred only if there is objective evidence of impairment as a result of one or more
events that occurred after the initial recognition of the asset (a ‘loss event’) and that loss event (or events) has an
impact on the estimated future cash flows of the financial asset or group of financial assets that can be reliably

estimated.

The criteria that the Group uses to determine that there is objective evidence of an impairment loss include:

. Significant financial difficulty of the issuer or obligor;
. A breach of contract, such as a default or delinquency in interest or principal payments;
. The Group, for economic or legal reasons relating to the borrower’s financial difficulty, granting to the

borrower a concession that the lender would not otherwise consider;

. It becomes probable that the borrower will enter bankruptcy or other financial reorganisation;
3 The disappearance of an active market for that financial asset because of financial difficulties; or
. Observable data indicating that there is a measurable decrease in the estimated future cash flows from a

portfolio of financial assets since the initial recognition of those assets, although the decrease cannot yet

be identified with the individual financial assets in the portfolio, including:
(i)  adverse changes in the payment status of borrowers in the portfolio;
(i)  national or local economic conditions that correlate with defaults on the assets in the portfolio.

The Group assesses at the end of each reporting period whether there is objective evidence that a financial asset
or a group of financial assets is impaired. For debt securities, the Group uses the criteria refer to in (i) above.
In the case of equity investments classified as available-for-sale, a significant or prolonged decline in the fair
value of the security below its cost is also evidence that the assets are impaired. If any such evidence exists for
available-for-sale financial assets, the cumulative loss — measured as the difference between the acquisition cost
and the current fair value, less any impairment loss on that financial asset previously recognised in profit or loss
— is removed from equity and recognised in the consolidated income statement. Impairment losses recognised
in the consolidated income statement on equity instruments are not reversed through the consolidated income
statement. If; in a subsequent period, the fair value of a debt instrument classified as available-for-sale increases
and the increase can be objectively related to an event occurring after the impairment loss was recognised in

profit or loss, the impairment loss is reversed through the consolidated income statement.

Inventories

Inventories are stated at the lower of cost and net realisable value. Cost is determined using the weighted average method.
The cost of finished goods and work in progress comprises design costs, raw materials, direct labour, other direct costs and
related production overheads (based on normal operating capacity). It excludes borrowing costs. Net realisable value is the

estimated selling price in the ordinary course of business, less applicable variable selling expenses.

Trade and other receivables
Trade receivables are amounts due from customers for merchandise sold in the ordinary course of business. If collection of
trade and other receivables is expected in one year or less (or in the normal operating cycle of the business if longer), they are

classified as current assets. If not, they are presented as non-current assets.

Trade and other receivables are recognised initially at fair value and subsequently measured at amortised cost using the

effective interest method, less provision for impairment.

Cash and cash equivalents
Cash and cash equivalents include cash in hand, bank deposits held at call with banks, other short-term highly liquid
investments with original maturities of three months or less and bank overdrafts. Bank overdrafts are shown within

borrowings in current liabilities in the statement of financial position.

Share capital
Ordinary shares are classified as equity. Incremental costs directly attributable to the issue of new shares or options are shown

in equity as a deduction, net of tax, from the proceeds.

Where any group company purchases the Company’s equity share capital (treasury shares), the consideration paid, including
any directly attributable incremental costs (net of income taxes) is deducted from equity attributable to the Company’s equity
holders until the shares are cancelled or reissued. Where such shares are subsequently reissued, any consideration received, net
of any directly attributable incremental transaction costs and the related income tax effects, is included in equity attributable

to the Company’s equity holders.

Borrowings
Borrowings are recognised initially at fair value, net of transaction costs incurred. Borrowings are subsequently carried at
amortised cost; any difference between the proceeds (net of transaction costs) and the redemption value is recognised in the

consolidated income statement over the period of the borrowings using the effective interest method.

Fees paid on the establishment of loan facilities are recognised as transaction costs of the loan to the extent that it is probable
that some or all of the facility will be drawn down. In this case, the fee is deferred until the draw-down occurs. To the extent
there is no evidence that it is probable that some or all of the facility will be drawn down, the fee is capitalised as a pre-

payment for liquidity services and amortised over the period of the facility to which it relates.

Borrowings are classified as current liabilities unless the Group has an unconditional right to defer settlement of the liability

for at least 12 months after the end of the reporting period.

Trade payables
Trade payables are obligations to pay for goods or services that have been acquired in the ordinary course of business from
suppliers. Trade payables are classified as current liabilities if payment is due within one year or less (or in the normal

Trade payables are recognised initially at fair value and subsequently measured at amortised cost using the effective interest

method.

Current and deferred income tax
The tax expense for the period comprises current and deferred tax. Tax is recognised in the consolidated income statement,
except to the extent that it relates to items recognised in other comprehensive income or directly in equity. In this case the tax

is also recognised in other comprehensive income or directly in equity, respectively.

The current income tax charge is calculated on the basis of the tax laws enacted or substantively enacted at the statement
of financial position date in the countries where the Company and its subsidiaries operate and generate taxable income.
Management periodically evaluates positions taken in tax returns with respect to situations in which applicable tax regulation
is subject to interpretation. It establishes provisions where appropriate on the basis of amounts expected to be paid to the tax

authorities.

Deferred income tax is recognised, using the liability method, on temporary differences arising between the tax bases of assets
and liabilities and their carrying amounts in the consolidated financial statements. However, the deferred income tax is not
accounted for if it arises from initial recognition of an asset or liability in a transaction other than a business combination
that at the time of the transaction affects neither accounting nor taxable profit or loss. Deferred income tax is determined
using tax rates (and laws) that have been enacted or substantively enacted by the statement of financial position date and are

expected to apply when the related deferred income tax asset is realised or the deferred income tax liability is settled.

Deferred income tax assets are recognised only to the extent that it is probable that future taxable profit will be available

against which the temporary differences can be utilised.

Deferred income tax is provided on temporary differences arising on investments in subsidiaries, except for deferred income
tax liability where the timing of the reversal of the temporary difference is controlled by the Group and it is probable that the

temporary difference will not reverse in the foreseeable future.

Deferred income tax assets and liabilities are offset when there is a legally enforceable right to offset current tax assets against
current tax liabilities and when the deferred income taxes assets and liabilities relate to income taxes levied by the same
taxation authority on either the taxable entity or different taxable entities where there is an intention to settle the balances on

a net basis.

Pension obligations

The Group operates defined contribution retirement schemes for its Hong Kong employees based on local laws and
regulations. Contributions to the schemes by the Group and employees are calculated as a percentage of employees’
basic salaries. The retirement benefit schemes’ costs expensed in the consolidated income statement represent

contributions paid or payable by the Group to the schemes.

The Group’s contributions to the defined contribution retirement schemes in Hong Kong are expensed as incurred
and are reduced by contributions forfeited by those employees who leave the scheme prior to vesting fully in the

contributions. The assets of the schemes are held separately from those of the Group in independently administered

funds.

Pursuant to the relevant local regulations in the People’s Republic of China (the “PRC”), the PRC subsidiaries of
the Company participate in respective government retirement benefit schemes, and are required to contribute to the
schemes to fund the retirement benefits of the eligible employees. Contributions made to the schemes are calculated
based on certain percentages of the applicable payroll costs or fixed sums for each employee with reference to a salary
scale, as stipulated under the requirements in the PRC. The Group has no further obligation beyond the required

contributions. The contributions under the schemes are expensed in the consolidated income statement as incurred.

Employee leave entitlements
Employee entitlements to annual leave are recognised when they accrue to employees. A provision is made for the
estimated liability for annual leave as a result of services rendered by employees up to the statement of financial

position date.
Employee entitlements to sick leave and maternity leave are not recognised until the time of leave.

Bonus plans
The expected bonus payments are recognised as a liability when the Group has a present legal or constructive

obligation as a result of services rendered by employees and a reliable estimate of the obligation can be made.

Liabilities for bonus plans are expected to be settled within 12 months and are measured at the amounts expected to be

paid when they are settled.

Share-based compensation

The Group operates an equity-settled, share-based compensation plan. The fair value of the employee services received
in exchange for the grant of the options is recognised as an expense. The total amount to be expensed over the vesting
period is determined by reference to the fair value of the options granted, excluding the impact of any non-market
vesting conditions (for example, profitability and sales growth targets). Non-market vesting conditions are included in
assumptions about the number of options that are expected to vest. At each statement of financial position date, the
entity revises its estimates of the number of options that are expected to vest. It recognises the impact of the revision of

original estimates, if any, in the consolidated income statement with a corresponding adjustment to equity.

The proceeds received net of any directly attributable transaction costs are credited to share capital (nominal value) and

share premium when the options are exercised.

Provisions are recognised when the Group has a present legal or constructive obligation as a result of past events, it is
probable that an outflow of resources will be required to settle the obligation, and the amount has been reliably estimated.

Provisions are not recognised for future operating losses.

Where there are a number of similar obligations, the likelihood that an outflow will be required in settlement is determined
by considering the class of obligations as a whole. A provision is recognised even if the likelihood of an outflow with respect

to any one item included in the same class of obligations may be small.

Provisions are measured at the present value of the expenditures expected to be required to settle the obligation using a pre-
tax rate that reflects current market assessments of the time value of money and the risks specific to the obligation. The

increase in the provision due to passage of time is recognised as interest expense.

Revenue recognition
Revenue comprises the fair value of the consideration received or receivable for the sale of goods in the ordinary course of the
Group’s activities. Revenue is shown net of value-added tax, returns, rebates and discounts and after eliminating sales within

the Group.

The Group recognises revenue when the amount of revenue can be reliably measured, it is probable that future economic
benefits will flow to the entity and specific criteria have been met for each of the Group’s activities as described below. The
Group bases its estimates on historical results, taking into consideration the type of customer, the type of transaction and the

specifics of each arrangement.

(a)  Sales of goods
Revenue from sales of goods is recognised when a group entity has delivered products to the customer, the customer
has accepted the products and collectibility of the related receivables is reasonably assured. Delivery does not occur
until the products have been shipped to the specified location, the risks of obsolescence and loss have been transferred
to the customer, and either the customer has accepted the products in accordance with sales contract, the acceptance

provisions have lapsed, or the Group has objective evidence that all criteria for acceptance have been satisfied.

(b)  Interest income
Interest income is recognised using the effective interest method. When a loan and receivable is impaired, the Group
reduces the carrying amount to its recoverable amount, being the estimated future cash flow discounted at the original
effective interest rate of the instrument, and continues unwinding the discount as interest income. Interest income on

impaired loan and receivables are recognised using the original effective interest rate.

(c)  Dividend income

Dividend income is recognised when the right to receive payment is established.

(a)  Operating lease
Leases in which a significant portion of the risks and rewards of ownership are retained by the lessor are classified as
operating leases. Payments made under operating leases (net of any incentives received from the lessor) are charged to
the consolidated income statement on a straight-line basis over the period of the lease.
(b)  Finance lease

Lessee

The Group leases certain property, plant and equipment. Leases of property, plant and equipment where the Group
has substantially all the risks and rewards of ownership are classified as finance leases. Finance leases are capitalised at
the lease’s commencement at the lower of the fair value of the leased property and the present value of the minimum

lease payments.

Each lease payment is allocated between the liability and finance charges so as to achieve a constant rate on the finance
balance outstanding. The corresponding rental obligations, net of finance charges, are included in current and non-
current borrowings. The interest element of the finance cost is charged to the consolidated income statement over
the lease period so as to produce a constant periodic rate of interest on the remaining balance of the liability for each
period. The property, plant and equipment acquired under finance leases is depreciated over the shorter of the useful

life of the asset and the lease term.

When assets are leased out under a finance lease, the present value of the lease payments is recognised as a receivable.

The actuarial
method allocates rentals between finance income and repayment of capital in each accounting period in such a way

that finance income will emerge as a constant rate of return on the lessor’s net investment in the lease.

Dividend distribution to the Company’s shareholders is recognised as a liability in the Group’s and Company’s financial

statements in the period in which the dividends are approved by the Company’s shareholders.

Derivative financial instruments
Derivatives are initially recognised at fair value on the date a derivative contract is entered into and are subsequently re-
measured at fair value. Changes in the fair value of these derivative instruments are recognised in the consolidated income

statement within ‘other gains/(losses) — net’.

2.22 Jointly controlled assets

Jointly controlled assets are assets of a joint venture over which the Group has joint control with other ventures in accordance
with contractual arrangements and through the joint control of which the Group has control over its share of future
economic benefits earned from the assets. The Group’s share of jointly controlled assets and any liabilities incurred jointly
with other venturers are recognised in the statement of financial position and classified according to their nature. Liabilities
and expenses incurred directly in respect of its interests in jointly controlled assets are accounted for on an accrual basis.
Income from the sales or use of the Group’s share of the output of the jointly controlled assets, together with its share of any
expenses incurred by the joint ventures, are recognised in the consolidated income statement when it is probable that the

economic benefits associated with the transactions will follow to or from the Group.

FINANCIAL RISK MANAGEMENT

3.1

Financial risk factors

The Group’s activities expose it to a variety of financial risks: market risk (including foreign exchange risk, fair value interest
rate risk, cash flow interest rate risk and price risk), credit risk and liquidity risk. Management periodically analyses and
reviews measures to manage the Group’s exposures to these financial risks. Generally, the Group adopts a conservative

strategy regarding its risk management and uses derivative financial instruments to hedge certain risk exposures.

Risk management is mainly carried out by the finance and accounts department (the “Finance and Accounts Department”)
under policies approved by the Board of Directors. The Finance and Accounts Department identifies, evaluates and hedges
financial risks in close co-operation with the Group’s operating units to cope with overall risk management, as well as specific
areas, such as foreign exchange risk, interest rate risk, credit risk, use of derivative financial instruments and non-derivative

financial instruments, and investing of excess liquidity.
(@)  Market risk

(i) Foreign exchange risk
The Group operates internationally and is exposed to foreign exchange risk arising from various currency
exposures, primarily with respect to United States dollar (US dollar) and Renminbi (RMB). Foreign exchange
risk arises from future commercial transactions, recognised assets and liabilities and net investments in foreign

operations.

To manage the foreign exchange risk arising from future commercial transactions, recognised assets and
liabilities, entities in the Group engage in transactions mainly in HK dollar, US dollar and RMB to the extent
possible. The Group manages its exposure through constant monitoring to minimise the amount of its foreign
currencies exposures. Moreover, the Group enters into currency forwards with banks to manage the overall
currency exposure. Foreign exchange risk arises when future commercial transactions and recognised assets and
liabilities are denominated in a currency that is not the entity’s functional currency. The Finance and Accounts

Department of the Group is responsible for monitoring and managing the net position in each foreign currency.

Since HK dollar is pegged to US dollar, management considers that there is no significant foreign currency risk

between these two currencies to the Group.

The Group has certain investments and operations in the PRC, whose net assets are exposed to foreign currency
translation risk. Currency exposure arising from the net assets of the Group’s operations in the PRC is managed

primarily through incurring liabilities denominated in RMB.
For companies with HK dollar as their functional currency

At 31 December 2012, if HK dollar had weakened/strengthened by 10% against RMB with all other variables
held constant, post tax profit for the year would have been approximately HK$148,000 lower/higher (2011:
HK$100,000 lower/higher), mainly as a result of foreign exchange losses/gains on translation of RMB

denominated trade payables, trade receivables and cash and bank balances.

Cash flow and fair value interest rate risk
As the Group has no significant interest-bearing assets except its bank deposits, the Group’s income and

operating cash flows are substantially independent of changes in market interest rates.

The Group’s interest rate risk arose from bank borrowings. Borrowings issued at variable rates expose the Group

to cash flow interest-rate risk.
Borrowings issued at fixed rates expose the Group to fair value interest-rate risk.

The Group regularly seeks out the most favourable interest rates available for its bank deposits and borrowings.
Information relating to interest rates of the Group’s bank balances, deposits and borrowings are disclosed in

Notes 29 and 33, respectively.

As at 31 December 2012, if interest rates on borrowings had been 100 basis points higher/lower with all other
variables held constant, post-tax profit for the year would have been HK$1,335,000 lower/higher (2011:

HK$891,000 lower/higher), mainly as a result of higher/lower interest expense on borrowings.

Price risk
The Group is exposed to equity securities price risk because investments held by the Group are classified on the
consolidated statement of financial position either as available-for-sale financial assets or financial assets at fair

value through profit or loss. The Group is not exposed to commodity price risk.

The Group’s equity investments held as available-for-sale are capital guaranteed funds which are not publicly
traded. The Group does not actively trade in equity investments of this nature and in the opinion of the
Board of Directors, the price risk related to trading activities to which the Group is exposed is not material.

Accordingly, no quantitative market risk disclosures for price risk have been prepared.

As at 31 December 2012, if the fair values of the equity securities listed in Hong Kong had increased/decreased
by 10% with all other variables held constant, post-tax profit for the year would have been HK$154,000 higher/
lower (2011: HK$209,000 higher/lower) as a result of fair value gains/losses on equity securities classified as

financial assets at fair value through profit or loss.

Credit risk

Credit risk arises mainly from cash placed with banks, as well as credit exposures to customers. If customers are
independently rated, these ratings are used. Otherwise, if there is no independent rating, the Finance and Accounts
Department assesses the credit quality of the customer, taking into account its financial position, past experience
and other factors. Individual risk limits for each customer are set with reference to the internal or external ratings in
accordance with limits set by the Board. The utilisation of credit limits is regularly monitored. As at 31 December
2012, the Group’s largest customer accounted for approximately 29.7% of total trade receivables (2011: 38.5%). This
customer has more than 12 months trading relationship with the Group with no defaults in the past and hence the

Group does not consider there is any significant credit risk in this regard.

No credit limits were exceeded during the years ended 31 December 2012 and 2011, and management does not expect

any material losses from non-performance by the counterparties.
The Group controls its credit risk on cash with banks through regular review of their credit ratings.

Liquidity risk

The Group’s policy is to regularly monitor its liquidity requirements, its compliance with lending covenants and its
relationship with its bankers to ensure that it maintains sufficient reserves of cash and readily realisable marketable
securities and adequate committed lines of funding from major financial institutions to meet its liquidity requirements

in the short and longer term.

The following tables show the remaining contractual maturities at the end of the reporting period of the Group’s and
the Company’s bank borrowings and other liabilities, based on undiscounted cash flows (including interest payments
computed using contractual rates or, if floating, based on rates prevailing at the statement of financial position date)

and the earliest date the Company can be required to pay.

Specifically, for term loans which contain a repayment on demand clause which can be exercised at the bank’s sole
discretion, the maturity analysis shows the cash outflow based on agreed scheduled repayments set out in the loan
agreements. The amounts include interest payments computed using contractual rates. As a result, these amounts
are greater than the amounts disclosed in the maturity analysis set out in Note 33. Taking into account the Group’s
financial position, the directors do not consider that it is probable that the bank will exercise its discretion to demand
immediate repayment. The directors believe that such term loans will be repaid in accordance with the scheduled
repayment dates set out in the loan agreements. If the lenders were to invoke their unconditional rights to call the
loans, the full amounts of the loans, together with interests, will be repayable immediately. The maturity analysis for

obligations under finance leases is prepared based on the scheduled repayment dates.

provide returns for shareholders and to maintain an optimal capital structure to reduce the cost of capital.

Consistent with others in the industry, the Group monitors capital on the basis of the gearing ratio. This ratio is calculated as
net debt divided by total capital.

The Group makes estimates and assumptions concerning the future. The resulting accounting estimates will, by definition, seldom
equal the related actual results. The estimates and assumptions that have a significant risk of causing a material adjustment to the

carrying amounts of assets and liabilities within the next financial year are addressed below.

(a) Estimated impairment of goodwill
The Group tests annually whether goodwill has suffered any impairment, in accordance with the accounting policy stated in
Note 2.6. The recoverable amounts of the cash-generating units have been determined based on value-in-use calculations.

These calculations require the use of estimates (Note 18).
No impairment charge has been recognised during the years ended 31 December 2012 and 2011.

If the budgeted gross margin used in the value-in-use calculation had been 10% lower than management’s estimates at 31
December 2012, or if the estimated pre-tax discount rate applied to the discounted cash flows for the cash-generating unit
had been 1% higher than management’s estimates, the estimated value-in-use amount would still exceed the carrying value of

goodwill.

Goodwill amounting to a total of HK$19,931,000 was subjected to an impairment test in the years ended 31 December
2012 and 2011.

(b) Income taxes
The Group is subject to income taxes in various jurisdictions. Significant judgment is required in determining the provision
for income taxes. There are many transactions and calculations for which the ultimate tax determination is uncertain. The
Group recognises liabilities for anticipated tax audit issues based on estimates of whether additional taxes will be due. Where
the final tax outcome of these matters is different from the amounts that were initially recorded, such differences will impact

the income tax and deferred tax provisions in the period in which such determination is made.

(¢) Estimated impairment of property, plant and equipment
The Group assesses annually whether property, plant and equipment have suffered an impairment, in accordance with the
accounting policy stated in Note 2.5. The recoverable amounts of property, plant and equipment are determined based on

value-in-use calculations which require the use of judgment and estimates.

(d) Estimated impairment provision for trade receivables
Management determines the provision for impairment of trade and other receivables. This estimate is based on the credit
history of its customers and the current market condition. Management reassesses the provision at each statement of financial

position date.

Significant judgment is exercised on the assessment of the collectability of trade receivables from each customer. In making
its judgment, management considers a wide range of factors such as results of follow-up procedures performed by sales
personnel, customer payment trends including subsequent payments and customers’ financial positions. If the financial
conditions of the customers were to deteriorate, resulting in an impairment of their ability to make payments, additional

allowances may be required.

Estimated provision for inventories

The Group makes provision for inventories based on consideration of obsolescence of raw materials and the net realisable
value of finished goods. The identification of inventory obsolescence and estimated selling price in the ordinary course of
business require the use of judgment and estimates. Where the expectation is different from the original estimate, such

difference will impact the carrying value of inventories and provision in the year in which such estimate is changed.

If the provision for inventories was to differ by 10% from management’s estimates, the carrying value of inventories would

have been HK$604,000 (2011: HK$820,000) higher/lower.

Fair value estimation of derivative financial instruments and available-for-sale financial assets

The fair value of derivative financial instruments and available-for-sale financial assets which are not traded in an active
market is determined by using valuation techniques. The Group uses its judgment to select an appropriate valuation method
and makes assumptions that are mainly based on market conditions existing at the issue date and each subsequent statement
of financial position date. The valuation model requires the input of both observable and unobservable data. Changes in
these unobservable and subjective input assumptions can materially affect the fair value estimate of derivative financial

Recognition of deferred income tax assets
According to the accounting policy as stated in Note 2.15, a deferred income tax asset is recognised to the extent that it is
probable that future taxable profit will be available against which the deductible temporary differences and tax losses can be

utilised, and it is measured at the tax rates that are expected to apply when the related deferred income tax asset is realised.

In determining the deferred income tax asset to be recognised, management is required to estimate the future applicable tax
rate for each subsidiary of the Company at each tax jurisdiction and the profitability of each subsidiary, so as to estimate the

future utilisation of tax losses.

Any difference between these estimates and the actual outcome will impact the Group’s result in the period in which the

actual outcome is determined.

Recognition of revenue from energy management contract

The Group recognises revenue from energy management contract when the installation work has been completed and the
inspection and energy saving revenue sharing confirmation has been signed by the Group and the customer (Note 5). The
energy saving revenue sharing period is usually for a period of 60 months. The energy saving revenue shared by the Group are

recognised as (i) sales of energy saving equipment, (ii) maintenance service income and (iii) finance lease income.
In determining the maintenance service income to be recognised, management is required to estimate the annual

maintenance costs and the profitability of such service so as to estimate the maintenance service income to be deferred at the

commencement of the energy management contract. Actual maintenance costs may differ from these estimates.

Management has determined the operating segments based on the reports reviewed by the executive Directors who make strategic

decisions and assess performance.

On 13 February 2012, Alltronics Energy Saving (Shenzhen) Limited (“Alltronics Energy Saving”), a wholly-owned subsidiary of
the Group, entered into an energy management contract (the “Suning EMC Agreement”) with Suning Commerce Group Co., Ltd.
(“Suning”, formerly known as Suning Appliance Co., Ltd.), China Potevio Company Limited (“China Potevio”) and LT EHE
5 B PR A5 IS M A BR 5422 7] (“Beijing Dragon”), which is a subsidiary of China Potevio, for the provision of energy saving
business solutions to at least 1,000 retail stores operated by Suning in The People’s Republic of China (the “PRC”) through the
use of green energy saving LED lighting equipment. Pursuant to the terms of the Suning EMC Agreement, the Group and China
Potevio is entitled to 98% and 2% of all the payments from Suning respectively during a period of 60 months, commencing from

the date of signing the inspection and energy saving revenue sharing confirmation by the Group and Suning.

For the year ended 31 December 2012, the Group’s operating businesses are structured and managed separately according to the

nature of their operations and the products or services they provide.

The Group considers the business from both a geographic and product perspective. From a product perspective, management

assesses the performance of

(1) the electronic products segment — the manufacturing and trading of electronic products, plastic moulds, plastic and other

components for electronic products;
(ii)  the biodiesel products segment — the manufacturing and trading of biodiesel products in Hong Kong; and
(iif)  the energy saving business segment — the provision of energy saving business solutions to customers.
Revenue is allocated based on the places/countries in which the customers are located.

Management assesses the performance of the operating segments based on a measure of operating profit/loss (before unallocated

operating costs). Other information provided is measured in a manner consistent with that in the consolidated financial statements.

All sales between segments were eliminated on consolidation. All segment revenue reported is derived from external parties. The

Under the MPF Scheme, each of the Hong Kong incorporated
companies within the Group and their employees makes monthly contributions to the scheme at 5% of the employees’ earnings up
to a maximum of HK$1,250 per month (HK$1,000 per month before May 2012) per employee as defined under the Mandatory

For the year ended 31 December 2012, the aggregate amount of the Group’s contributions to the MPF Scheme was approximately
HK$993,000 (2011: HK$833,000).
